news and changed the role of the journalist.

	Application

(apply, demonstrate, illustrate, classify, experiment, discover)
	Find
	 After studying the Code of Ethics of the Society of Professional

Journalists, students will find and discuss news stories that they feel challenge that code. Students will find examples of coverage that redefine what is considered to be obscene, indecent or profane and they will present their findings

to the class.

	Students will seek a truth in reporting by analyzing the same story as it is

reported in various venues. (TV, Radio, Print, Film)

	Synthesis

(combine, integrate, plan, create, design, formulate)

	Students can create their individual guidelines for questionable language,

subject matter and photographs.

	Evaluation

(assess, recommend, convince, compare, conclude, summarize)
	Compare = support vs rebut

	Students will write a persuasive essay supporting or rebutting her theories.
